Due to the European Commission Decision (Commission Implementing Decision (EU) 2019/1217) from 17th July 2019 regarding the 
Formal Objection of Sweden authorities on EN ISO 12402-2:2006+A1:2010, EN ISO 12402-3:2006+A1:2010 and EN ISO 12402-

Solution: 

 

Due to the Sweden Formal Objection standards EN ISO 12402-2:2006+A1:2010, EN ISO 12402-3:2006+A1:2010 and EN ISO 12402-
4:2006+A1:2010 are partially harmonised to the PPE Directive 89/686/CEE but not harmonised to PPE Regulation 2016/425. 
 
During EU-type evaluation, in order to ensure maintaining of the gas cartridge, NB have to:  
 

- Apply RFU 08.033. 
- Analyse the manufacturer’s justifications (analysis note, complementary tests, etc.) relating to the avoidance of partial detachment 

or loosening of the gas cylinder. 
- Verify that specific controls before use to ensure the secure attachment of the gas cylinder and cartridge are included in the
